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OLASITI ORPHANS DAYCARE CENTER

FIELD REPORT –JUNE 2006

It is still wet and green everywhere around the village. Our surroundings, neighbors (of all backgrounds) and great resources give us hope for life.  In my opinion, population pressure causes inequalities and nature imbalance. 

In a developing country like Tanzania most of our life feels better in the wet season for many reasons. The most important thing is water.  It is a very important resource for our survival.  In January and February it was dry everywhere.  Livestock’s died, unemployment increased, diseases increased, theft and body worker increased, dusty air and there was little to no food.  This was a good lesson to us.                                                   

Within a week of rain, the land turned green everywhere.  The leafless plants renewed their leaves, some legumes germinated in crowds, insect’s larva hatched, nesting birds hatched and bees started to collect nectar.  People prepared their fields, planted and weeded.  Now the living creatures in the village have hope and believe in survival.  

When someone walks around the village you can see at least 80% of local farmlands planted perennial food crops and are in good condition. This is a fortune year as people say “enough rain” and birds sing.  A forest bird like Rupell’s Robin Chat sings to me so nicely while I type in pleasant, cool and oxygenated air.

The green plants, insects, reptiles, birds, mammals and all sorts of life around the village are living in harmony.  Helpful and harmful creatures including insects are prosperous and provide food sources to our people and livestock (like chickens).  The winged termites for example forms good source of protein diet to many poor people who cannot manage to buy others sources of protein diet from markets.  We know that “NATURE IS SUPREME.”
