Dear Friends of Tanzanian Orphans,

Not knowing where or what or even if we’ll eat today? Most of us can’t imagine it. Thanks to
you, the orphaned children of Olasiti village in Tanzania now count on a warm bowl of whole
grain porridge every afternoon. The Olasiti Orphan Center also gives them the comfort and
security of an extended family: a community of peers, along with adults and mentors they
can trust. They get help to build their confidence, keep up with their studies, and navigate
the challenges of their difficult circumstances. After school they get health and art
education, and learn organic farming skills. These victims of abuse, neglect, and
discrimination have no other program to help them. Will you help it continue to grow?

Olasiti Orphan Center fosters the hopes and great potential
of these young people, by providing the resources and skills
they need to succeed. We applaud the children’s emotional
growth and individual achievements. Our older students
are earning jobs as tour guides, translators, artists and
tourist lodge employees. Younger students aspire to follow
their lead, set goals, continue their studies and prepare for
productive lives.

Friends of Tanzanian Orphans have raised $100,000 since 2005. Nearly $50,000 to the
Orphan Center Operations Fund for food, shelter, educational materials, health/medical
care, staff and teachers’ salaries; almost $35,000 to the Secondary & Vocational School
Scholarships Fund, for school fees, books and supplies. This year we raised $14,000 to
purchase productive farmland, with a high water table, well-located near at the edge of
Olasiti village. So in 2010 Olasiti Orphans Community Center is moving beyond its cramped,
rented space. Already our staff and children have planted a thorn fence, banana trees, and




vegetables. Local volunteers have begun construction on the first workshop/storage
building. Will you help us continue to grow?

To complete the next phase of development we need $20,000 within the next year. This will
build a spacious new orphanage, complete with clean well water, solar electricity, space for
cooking, eating, studying, and doing artwork, and a dormitory for twelve children. Construction
will be done with the help of village and international volunteers.

Our goal before the end of the 2009 is 100 new contributions. Will you to be a donor
committed to our program’s core? Please help, and invite your friends to join you.

We
challenge 12 donors to each contribute $200 to
cover his salary for the coming year.

Bahati (standing on left), our young teacher is a
great role model for the children. In her own best
(unedited) English she tells us: dThe center has
enabled us to go to school by learning about our
interest, find and send us to the appropriate
school, pay school fees, uniforms and supplies. It
let us express our problems and success, and it
helps with our (living) needs and solve family
conflicts. Many of children say the center is like
children’s parliament! If God wishes I'm planning
to start/run my hotel or teaching the others

about cookery.”

Your contributions, however large or small, make a big impact. $20 purchases one day's supply
of fruit for our students, $35 buys the uniform required for a young Tanzanian child to attend
school. An additional $50 per month could greatly improve the nutritional quality of our daily
meal. $100 currently buys the millet/maize/or wheat flour for porridge for a month.

Secondary and vocational school scholarships range from $200 to more than $1,000 per year
to send a child to the Tanzanian equivalent of high school or trade school.
